Cele ksztatcenia

The general objective of the course: significant interconnections between the Economy and the Society, raised from the Karl Polanyi's The Great
Transformation and his followers, for example Wolfgang Streeck. Polanyi critically examines the Smith’ian concept of the invisible hand of the market.
He argues that there is nothing like that. Moreover, the common belief in this invisibility founded a few illusions of the present economy and society,
for example so called ffictitious commodities’. In fact, because of the ‘free- market-utopianism’, free, unregulated market, supported by a paternal,
centrally directed, non-democratic state brings serious malpractices, adverse external effects, ecological disasters and social problems.

The course is intended to depict empirical interconnections between various sectors of economy and society in searching for an evaluation of the
hypothesis presented above. Especially the following social areas will be taken into consideration:
. Research field of economic sociology and the history of the discipline,
. Rationality of economic activities from the sociological perspective,

. Privatized Keynesianism (Colin Crounch) and the financial crisis,
. Modern tendencies on the labor market,
. Gig economy, Crowdwork vs Work on-demand via apps,
. Sociological perspective on ownership,
. Anthropology of social relations: reciprocity, feudality and baseline communism,
. Money and its role in cooperation, coordination and collaboration,
10. From debt to slavery - debt collecting practices from ancient times to nowadays,
11. Pedagogy of debt and the rate of return to investment in education,
12. Debt and/or poverty - sexually transmitted debt and migrant networks,
13. Financial literacy - from individual exit strategies to radical social movements,
14. Social movements - from economic radicalism to interactions with institutionalized politics and back,
